(with the TI-84 Plus)
Set-Up

1. Press (y=) button -  Make sure Plot 1 is off – not highlighted 

2. Clear any equations that are in there
3. Entering in your equation 

 a. Press (y=)

     1. If you want to graph y = | x – 7| + 2

     2. Press (MATH) – mouse over to NUM – select 1 – abs(       hit enter

     3. type in x – 7 )   -  (to get x press (X,T,O,n) key)

     4. then add + 2 – push enter

Fix Window Size
1. Press (WINDOW) button

2. Set Xmin -10  Xmax 10  Ymin -10  Ymax 10  (these will change later)

Graph the function
1. Press (GRAPH) to see absolute value function graph
Finding the Vertex

1. Push (2nd) Calc (above (TRACE button))

2. Select 3 (Minimum)

3. Mouse just to the left of vertex (bottom of triangle) – hit enter

4. Mouse just to right of the vertex  - hit enter

5. Hit enter (when it says Guess?)

6. It should give x and y value for vertex
